*These items constitute a Biohazard Kit and can be included within your first aid kit or can be in a separate kit. This Personal Protection Equipment (PPE) will help to meet OSHA standard for exposure to Blood-borne Pathogens.

IMPORTANT NOTE: This overview explains the minimum first aid kit of OSHA’s Logging Operations Final Rule. We strongly suggest you include other first aid items in your kit depending on the nature and hazards of your logging job.
